To implement the article 16 of the Law of the Russian Federation On the State Border of the
Russian Federation and ensure protection of the state border of the Russian Federation the regulations
delineating the border zone on the territory of the Chukotka Autonomous Region were put into effect
since 2006 (Order of the Russian Federal Security dated April 14, 2006 # 155 with amendments dated
January 23, 2013 # 29).

The order mentioned above established the border zone as 1nclud1ng all of the coastal settlements
and the territory in-between, i.e. the 25 km-wide coastal area of the Russian Federation inhabited by two
thirds of the entire population of Chukotka.

In 2012 the Order of the Russian Federal Security Service # 515 enforced the Rules of the Border
Regime regulating entry, temporary stay and travels in the border zone. The order lists all documents
enabling the Russian Federation and foreign nationals to stay and travel in the border zone.

The points of entry determined on the basis of their convenience from the geographical point of
view are the airports in Ugolniye Kopi, Beringovskiy, Egvekinot, Providenrya', Pevek and Lavrentiya.

To enter the territory of the Chukotka Autonomous Region, a foreign national needs a special
permit, as stated in the Decree of the Russian Federation Government dated October 11, 2002 # 754 On
Approving the List of Territories, Organizations and Facilities that May Be Visited by a Foreign National
Only With a Special Permit.

Your organization sells airline tickets to customers planning to travel to the destinations located in
the border zone of the Chukotka Autonomous Region. . .

Therefore, to prevent violations of the border regime regulations, pleése consider that

- the airline tickets to destinations located in the border zone be made available for sale only to the
passengers holding the documents authorizing their entry and stay in the border zone (clause 1.2 of the
Rules of the Border Regime approved by the Order of the Russian Federal Security Service dated October
15, 2013 # 515, Decree of the Russian Federation Government dated October 11, 2002 # 754 On
Approving the List of Territories, Organizations and Facilities that May Be Visited by a Foreign National
Only With a Special Permit);

- the Russian Federation and foreign national be informed on the liability for entering (traveling
within) the territory of the Chukotka Autonomous Region at absence of the appropriate permits obtained
in conformity with the established laws. ‘
